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National revival in many European countries in the late twentieth century, emergence of new states and considerable change in their political and value key points moved scientists into comprehensive research of problems of the national and world history, historiography, archeography, source study, and bibliography.  Such processes apply to Ukraine as well. 
A distinguishing characteristic of the modern development of multi-aspect research in the field of mapping is engagement of Ukrainian researchers in problems of the history of mapping of the Ukrainian territory and history of Ukrainian mapping.  In recent decades, the number of researches in the history of mapping, particularly on the first national cartographical works, the life and activity of the outstanding cartographers has increased; reproduction albums of ancient maps have been published. The evidence of such interest to the history of mapping is holding of special scientific conferences, publishing of subject collections of researches in the history of Ukrainian mapping and historico-geographical researches. The need in processing of relevant bibliography as a necessary constituent of information support of the cartographic infrastructure has become evident. 
Considering importance of bibliography as a necessary constituent of information support of the cartographic infrastructure, research in a range of problems of mapping of the Ukrainian territory, history of mapping, cartographical works and book sources has been continued, and the proposed bibliography has been prepared.     

The proposed bibliography includes books on history of mapping of the Ukrainian territory from the earliest times to 1941 (total of 4,551 titles). 

The bibliography consists of the list of references structured by sections corresponding to the main stages of development of mapping of the Ukrainian territory: 1) cartographic representation in the primitive society; 2) mapping in the ancient times (the 4th century B.C. to the 5th century A.D.), 3) mapping in the Middle Ages (6th to early 17th century); 4) mapping in the modern times (the middle 17th century to 1917); 5) mapping in the contemporary times (1918 to early 1990s); 6) mapping in the independent Ukraine (since 1992). The bibliography includes books on mapping of Ukraine before the beginning of the Great Patriotic War of the USSR in 1941. It corresponds to two periods defined within the fifth stage of mapping of Ukraine: 1918 – 1920; the early 1920s to 1941. 

The overview literature on the history of Ukraine and mapping of its territory, source study aspects and methods of using cartographical works of the past, ancient map storage places is presented in the first section. If the publication represents information on the events related to two stages of mapping of the Ukrainian territory, the bibliographical description of this publication is given in the first chronological section and the references are given in the second section.  If the publication deals with the events related to three and more stages of mapping, the descriptive literature, again,  is given in the first general section of bibliography.    

The proposed list of references is based on the following sources:

· bibliographical sources of cartographical, historical and local history literature; 

· encyclopedic, information, and reference publications; 

· scientific, popular science, scientific, and technical serial publications;

· collections of scientific works, conference, symposium, and seminar  materials;  

· scientific and popular science publications in mapping, history, archeography, urban development, and local history.; 

· map catalogs of libraries, museums, archives, and exhibitions. 

The lists of references given in books and articles of the above mentioned publications have been prepared.

The bibliography covers the following literature areas: 

· history of Ukrainian mapping; 

· maps, plans, and atlases of Ukrainian lands; 

· authors of those cartographical works; 

· methods and specific features of making and use of cartographical works of the past; 

· publications consisting of relevant cartographical works, map fragments or reproductions of handwritten and printed maps of those times presented in the text or appendices; 

· special and training literature on mapping at different times; 

· conditions and aspects of storing cartographical heritage in libraries, museums, and archives.
The bibliography consists of the literature on cartographic representations of the territory of Ukraine from the earliest time, including representations of Ukrainian lands on ancient and mediaeval maps of the world and Europe. Thus, the bibliography covers the most important literature on development of the world and European mapping, outstanding cartographical works of the past, the life and activity of cartographers, scientists, engravers, publishers, and printers having relations to the mapping of Ukraine. 
With introduction of military topographic mapping in the late 18th – early 19th centuries in countries comprising Ukrainian lands in those times, the specialized organizations and institutions appeared to perform the range of work for making topographic maps – from triangulation to technological process of map replication. Literature on their activity, technological normative literature (instructions, rules and regulations, legend tables) prepared with the course of time, relevant engineering reports on astronomic, geodesic, topographic and cartographic work, catalogs of the published maps and plans are represented in the bibliography, sections of mapping in the modern and contemporary times. In addition, it includes literature on editorial features, methods, and processes of making topographic maps. At first sight, such publications are only indirectly related to mapping of exactly the territory of Ukraine, but they proposed, that is especially important, the methods of survey, topographic work, map construction, editing, and map publishing, accepted by relevant military topographic service (later, also by civil cartographic and geodetic service) engaged in topographic mapping of Ukrainian lands.         

Development of subject mapping (mapping of natural phenomena and objects, social and technical facilities) has expanded the circle of figures and literature on their life and activity. Literature on scientists having made the greatest contribution to the development of relevant directions of mapping, on results of their researches (maps or extensively used cartographic methods) is given based on special selection. We should note that the bibliography also includes publications on personalities of Ukrainian origin who worked in the field of topography and mapping or had direct relations to this field of activity while being beyond Ukraine (e.g. M.P. Vronchenko, Yu.F. Lysyanskyi, I.I. Stebnytskyi, І.P. Strelbytskyi, О.А. Tillo, etc.), publications on activity of non-Ukrainian experts and scientists who worked on the territory of modern Ukraine and were engaged in mapping of other territories (e.g. Е. Romer). 

The bibliography includes only the most significant publications on historical mapping of Ukraine, particularly publications on creation of academic “Historical Atlas of Ukraine” (later titled as “Atlas of History of Ukrainian Nation and Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic”), which has not come off the press. 

The bibliographic descriptions are not accompanied with annotations. In some cases, when we had no possibility to directly describe the publication, the bibliography contains a short description. 

The reference aids include the index of names (names of authors, compilers, and editors mentioned in the bibliographic description of literature).

The bibliography of literature on development of mapping of the Ukrainian territory has been prepared for first time. The systematized collection of such publications will promote preservation of works devoted to scientific, production and educational aspects, topographic and subject mapping. Ordering of book sources blazes the trail for the successors and saves the time for searching source material of a given subject. 
The bibliography also consists of circumstantial review of the state of researches in the development of Ukrainian mapping. The history of Ukrainian mapping as an area of knowledge studies representation of the territory of Ukraine in cartographical works from the earliest times to nowadays with consideration of the whole variety in terms of historical approaches, means and methods of constructing and using maps. In addition to investigation of the ancient maps and atlases of Ukrainian lands, this area of knowledge covers methodological, technical and technological, organizational conditions of their construction in a particular historic time. Proper consideration is being given to the authors of cartographical works (surveyors, compilers, engravers, printers, editors), their life and activity, the sphere of training of specialists.   In terms of territory, the subject of research of the history of Ukrainian mapping is not only the territory of our modern state but also Ukrainian ethnic lands in the corresponding times. 
The proposed bibliography is a certain contribution to the development of modern bibliography of cartographical literature in Ukraine. It may be of use to scientists, experts, producers, teachers, advanced students, students, and all those who are interested in the history of mapping of the Ukrainian territory.
Having processed the great collection of literature on the history of mapping of the Ukrainian territory, we can come to certain conclusions as to the state of researches in this field. 
In general, the cartographical works with representations of the Ukrainian territory of the 13th – 18th centuries have been studied in more details that is explained by their significance in terms of study sources for the historical sciences. Those maps and atlases, as a rule, were studied and investigated by historians. The topographic and thematic maps of the 19th – 20th centuries, investigated by the cartographers and geographers, have been studied insufficiently. There are considerable gaps in investigations of the state and characteristics of mapping of Ukrainian towns and cities in the 19th – 20th centuries. 

Russian cartographical sources have been studied traditionally better, that sometimes resulted in overestimation of their significance for development of Ukrainian mapping in the Soviet times. Polish, Austrian, and German cartographical works with representation of Ukrainian lands require more comprehensive investigation. 

The state of researches in the history of Ukrainian mapping is inferior to the corresponding researches in the history of mapping in Russia, Poland, and Austria. Investigation of cartographical works as primary sources for the historical sciences and study of the quality of old maps, especially topographic maps, in terms of their mathematic basis, accuracy, detail and scientific nature require purposeful systematic scientific work. It would be sensible to study historical changes in the methods of representation and symbolic notations. Investigations based on maps of changes in elements of the geographical envelope (hydrography, coastline, lines of communication, populated locations, landscapes, and vegetation) are regarded as a separate direction. We consider it to be very important to study the historical experience of institutions of the national cartographic and geodetic service and the development of military and departmental mapping. 

At present, the cartographic heritage kept in the biggest libraries, archives and museums of Ukraine has been investigated insufficiently. The cartographical heritage being important for country study and stored outside Ukraine has been investigated to a considerably lesser extent.
